1. The winning couple must have their birth certificate or a copy and fill out state forms the night of the
Pageant. Prize money will be held in the fairgrounds office until all forms have been filled out for state
Pageant and a copy of your birth certificate are given. If the winning couple has not turned in a copy
Of their birth certificate or filled out the forms 2 weeks after the fair they will forfeit their crown, it
Will go to the 1% runner up.

2. The winner should attend the county fair as many nights as possible, BUT HAS TO ATTEND THE COUNTY FAIR ON
SATURDAY NIGHT, JULY 10, 2010. Little Miss is to wear her crown and sash, Little Mister is to wear his hat and
Presentation ribbon.

3. Contestants are eligible to enter from all counties in Kentucky.

4. Contestants must be a full time student in an accredited Kentucky school system.

5. Contestants must have reached his or her 5™ birthday by midnight of June 30", and cannot have reached his
or her 8" by midnight of June 30" of the year the pageant is held.

6. There will be one winning couple, 1% runner up, 2" runner up couple.

7. Entry fee for the Ewing-Fleming county Fair is $20.00 for the Little Miss and $20.00 for the Little Mister.

That is $40.00 per couple. Checks should be made to the Ewing-Fleming County Fair.

If a contestant holds a 2010 title from any other county fair, belonging to the Kentucky Associations of Fairs and
Horse Shows, she or he is ineligible to compete in our pageant.

10. Anyone winning the state Little Miss/Mister ineligible to compete in the Ewing-Fleming County Fair Pageant or
the State Pageant thereafter.

1% Runner up
will receive $30.00 and trophy, 2™ runner up will receive $20.00 and trophy. Little Mister will receive $50.00
cash, $50.00 savings bond, crown, presentation ribbon and trophy.
